• Religion as a happiness factor 
 
Perceiving and mutually experiencing God within their own family in 
everyday life gives children a good portion of basic trust for their 
lives. The coexistence of adults and children succeeds with more 
harmony and confidence. Albert Biesinger – father of four children 
and nine-time grandfather – knows what he is talking about. 
 
He shares his experiences with many examples from the practice 
here. He encourages parents to experience the encounter with 
children as touching God. This is supported by empathetic affection, 
rituals, stories, conversations, good solutions for conflicts and 
praying together: being angels for each other. This allows religiousness in the family to become a gift for young 
and old. 
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
